We are very happy that you have decided to stop by and visit our website.  As you can see, St. Aedan-St. Brendan Catholic School is comprised of two former separate schools located approximately 2 miles from each other. Both of these schools have the reputation of bringing quality Catholic education to all who have entered their doors.  It is our mission today to continue that tradition laced with new and state of the art technology and curriculum standards.  

We boast a competent and certified group of dedicated teachers who enhance a very close knit and caring community.  We are currently in the third year of a new reading series-Voices-which offers our teachers the ability to differentiate instruction based on common assessments.  Our teachers assess our students primarily in Reading and Math every eight weeks and collect the data from those assessments to direct them with their instruction.  We also offer Spanish to all our children as a second language.  Students in grades K-4 receive instruction once a week, grade 5-twice a week, and in grades 6-8 it is offered as a major subject.  All students receive Physical Education, Art, and Music once a week.  We also have instrumental music instruction and two bands.  All of our staff incorporates the Character Counts program into their religion classes and the whole school practices each pillar simultaneously.  We have a fully equipped computer lab and computers in each classroom as well as smart boards.  Our school has also recently offered an Advanced Math class in grades 6-8 which allows for more differentiated instruction in that core area.  We have also been fortunate to have a Title I designation by the government which gives us two additional teachers and a classroom of many materials to enhance remedial work in math and reading.  St. Aedan-St. Brendan School has also been fortunate to have the assistance of student interns from Quinnipiac University who assist our teachers with one on one instruction/tutoring or in-class assistance with some students.
As you can see we have a vibrant and productive school which has been able to overcome the obstacles of merging and weathering a poor economic climate.  We feel that by offering our children a safe environment with small classrooms where everyone treats each other as a member of one’s family, we can continue to be a successful and exemplary educational institution.
